1. WRONG JUDGMENT

(FAULT FINDING AND NEGATIVE CRITICISM,
PLAYING GOD)

« MATTHEW 7:1-2 (ESV) 1 “JUDGE NOT, THAT YOU BE NOT JUDGED.
2 FOR WITH THE JUDGMENT YOU PRONOUNCE YOU WILL BE JUDGED,
AND WITH THE MEASURE YOU USE IT WILL BE MEASURED TO YOU.

 MATTHEW 7:3A (ESV) "WHY DO YOU SEE THE SPECK THAT IS IN
YOUR BROTHER'S EYE...".

 MATTHEW 7:4A (ESV) "OR HOW CAN YOU SAY TO YOUR BROTHER,
‘LET ME TAKE THE SPECK OUT OF YOUR EYE..."




ROMANS 14:4 (ESV)

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2. FINAL JUDGMENT

(BEFORE THE GREAT WHITE THRONE OF GOD)

 MATTHEW 7:1-2 (ESV) 1 "JUDGE NOT, THAT YOU BE
NOT JUDGED. 2 FOR WITH THE JUDGMENT YOU
PRONOUNCE YOU WILL BE JUDGED, AND WITH THE
MEASURE YOU USE IT WILL BE MEASURED TO YOU.."

3. SELF JUDGMENT

(SELF EXAMINATION AND SELF DISCIPLINE)

 MATTHEW 7:3-5 (ESV) '3 WHY DO YOU SEE THE SPECK THAT
IS IN YOUR BROTHER'S EYE, BUT DO NOT NOTICE THE LOG
THAT IS IN YOUR OWN EYE? 4 OR HOW CAN YOU SAY TO
YOUR BROTHER, ‘LET ME TAKE THE SPECK OUT OF YOUR EYE,’
WHEN THERE IS THE LOG IN YOUR OWN EYE< 5 YOU
HYPOCRITE, FIRST TAKE THE LOG OUT OF YOUR OWN EYE,
AND THEN YOU WILL SEE CLEARLY TO TAKE THE SPECK OUT OF
YOUR BROTHER'S EYE.




4. RIGHT JUDGMENT

(DISCERNMENT AND VALUATION|)

 MATTHEW 7:5-6 (ESV) 'S YOU HYPOCRITE, FIRST TAKE
THE LOG OUT OF YOUR OWN EYE, AND THEN YOU WILL
SEE CLEARLY TO TAKE THE SPECK OUT OF YOUR
BROTHER'S EYE.6 "DO NOT GIVE DOGS WHAT IS HOLY,
AND DO NOT THROW YOUR PEARLS BEFORE PIGS, LEST
THEY TRAMPLE THEM UNDERFOOT AND TURN TO ATTACK
YOU.'
